Spring heralds the beginning of life in nature and photographers everywhere are dusting off their cameras
and heading to Floriade, Botanic Gardens and bush trails around Canberra to capture the bursting buds
and outdoor activities.
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Follow these hints and change the way you photograp h everything from blooms, bulbs and bubs.
Choose low ISO setting on your camera — for better quality image. Bump it up if you need to capture movement.

Use a tripod to eliminate your shake when you press the shutter button. This will however, not help to freeze a flower
blowing in the wind!

Use camera’s self-timer or electronic shutter relea  se. This again will eliminate camera shake when you press the
shutter button.

Use a lens with VR or IS . Vibration reduction or image stabilisation (turned on when hand holding) will allow you to
shoot up to 3-4 stops slower shutter speeds when you hand-hold your camera and don't have a tripod. You'll notice
dramatically sharper shots.

Choice of lenses:

Macro around 100mm — 2.8 so you don’t have to be on top of your subject but allows for 1:1 macro capability.
50mm f1.8 prime lens delivers very sharp images and is surprisingly inexpensive.
Wide angle end of your short zoom (18mm) will fill in all the area with the whole field of tulips.
Telephoto end of your long zoom lens (200mm or 300).
Wait for the wind to die down — biggest challenge to shooting flowers is that they are moving constantly in the wind.

Be patient. Early mornings are most often still and the dew is an added bonus or wait until later in the afternoon when
the wind drops.

Beak all the rules and experiment with movement for really creative effects . You'll never know until you try it out
and you might just get an award-winning effect.

Shoot indoors — buy some flowers or see what's popping up in your garden. Shoot in front of a big window and use
that as backlighting with or without diffusing the light behind. Some of my best photos of flowers were shot in front of
my kitchen window on the bench. Add in a background. Create your own by painting (brushes or spray cans) onto
board. Now you're getting arty!

Fill the frame and watch for the background which will either make or break your image.

Blue sky in background enhances colour of the flower — use long end of zoom lens. Don’t point downwards — pluck a
flower and shoot against the sky. (You'll need to get down low onto the ground at Floriade for stunning ants eye view.

Zoom in to bud and flower in the same shot/ Focus — for effect (will the stamen or petals be in focus?).

Now’s the time to try your hand at spring portraits  — everyone from toddlers, teens, brides to oldies look fabulous
photographed in beautiful colourful surroundings. Bring out the playfulness, fun and joy of being alive in all age
groups.
